Teen Camp Instructor Duties
e Develop curriculum aligned with weekly art discipline, media, or theme
e Submit detailed lesson plans to Camps Director two weeks prior to the camp week
e Attend seven hours of paid training prior to camp
e Lead highly engaging art lessons, provide instructions, demos, and assistance as needed
e Supervise and delegate tasks to the Assistant Instructor
e Assist campers with projects throughout the day
e Prepare materials, organize & distribute supplies
e Provide a safe, positive, creative environment for campers to thrive in
e Promote inclusivity, making sure all teens feel valued and encouraged
e Follow all studio clean-up procedures and facilitate the clean-up process for campers
e Respond to the individual needs and artistic goals of campers

e Facilitate group showcase at the end of the camp week

e Facilitate discussion and end of week critique in a structured, positive manner

e Inform campers about the group show application and provide guidance in selecting work to

to 50 pounds, and working on one's feet most of the day
